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1  Introduction  

OtoAccessÊ is an SQL database application designed to support Interacousticsô audiological 
Windows® modules and for easy management of client information and recordings/sessions. 

OtoAccessÊ can be installed in three different ways:  

1. OtoAccessÊ Server and Network Client. 

2. OtoAccessÊ Network Client. 

3. OtoAccessÊ Standalone.  

OtoAccess
TM

 uses Microsoft SQL server but can also use existing database servers as long as they 
support common SQL techniques. 

OtoAccess
TM

 can hold as many clients as your storage facilities allow you and without becoming 
slow at high number of stored clients.  

New audiological software modules can easily be installed and OtoAccess
TM

 features import and 
export possibilities for XML and GDT formats.  

OtoAccess
TM

 has a specially designed Journal feature that allows you to enter comments to each 
session and a schedule planner for managing a day list of sessions.  

The high degree of data safety ensures that OtoAccess
TM

 meets HIPAA requirements for handling 
patient databases.     

 

1.1 Intended use of the OtoAccessÊ 

The Interacoustics OtoAccessÊ database is used for storage of data recordings. 

The recordings are made with connected audiologic instruments.  

The recordings are primarily used in the audiologic/neurologic evaluation, documentation and diagnosis 
of ear disorders.  This is of particular interest to Ear, Nose and Throat Specialists, Neurologists, 
Audiologists and other health professionals concerned with the measurement of auditory function.  

Without a connected instrument it is not possible to create any recordings, but previously stored 
recordings do not require a connected instrument to be viewed for diagnosis or comparison. 

The OtoAccessÊ database can also be used for scheduling/booking of patients during the day. This 
task can be carried out by the secretary at the office in the hospital or private clinic. 
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2  Precautions  

Follow these precautions in order to handle patient data correctly.  

 

To avoid client information being captured during network transmission the 
communication to the SQL database must be secure (encrypted).  

 

Store backup of client data in a safe manner.  

 

Create backup of patientôs data regularly (for example once a week). 

 

To avoid data from being misused, if stolen, the data must be encrypted.  

 

To avoid unwanted data transfer from PC to the network, make sure that an 
appropriate Virus & Spyware scanner is installed, updated and effective; 
please contact your local administrator for help and guidance.  

 

All users must have their own login to the database to ensure traceability and 
identification of data updated or deleted from the database.

3.1 PC Minimum Requirements 

- Processor of 800 MHz Pentium III or higher  
- 128 MB RAM or More (Windows® XP requires 128 MB RAM)  
- Hard drive with 50MB free space for software installation and at least 44MB while running.  
- Minimum display of 1024x768 pixels with 16bit color or more.  
- One or more USB ports, version 1.1 or higher.  
- UART Serial controller.(COM port for Audiometers and Rhino)  
! Note Interacoustics can deliver USB to serial converters. 
- Network LAN card (if connecting to database over the network)  
- CD-ROM drive  
- Supported operating systems :  

o Microsoft Windows® 2000 (SP4 Recommended)  
o Microsoft Windows® XP Professional (SP2 required) 
o Microsoft Windows® XP Home Edition (SP2 required) 
o Microsoft Windows® Server 2003 family  
o Microsoft Windows® Vista

3.3 Upgrade your existing IaBase before installing OtoAccessÊ 

Note ! Any existing IaBase you might have installed, must be upgraded to the latest version 
of IaBase, which currently is version 4.10.  
On the enclosed OtoAccessÊ CD-ROM versions 4.0 and 4.10 of IaBase are included for free 
upgrade. The CD also holds a technical note (0240 pdf) which describes the upgrade procedure.  

3.4 Software requirements in order to use OtoAccessÊ 

The .NET Framework 2.0  
If the .NET Framework 2.0 is not installed you will be prompted to install this together with the 
Windows® Installer Software. 
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3.5 Installation Types 

OtoAccess
TM

 is an SQL database application that can be installed either on a single PC as a stand-
alone database application or in a network environment with many clients using the same SQL 
server. The server may be the Microsoft SQL variant that is available from the OtoAccess

TM
 

installation CD or it may be an already installed standard SQL server.     

Note! For network installation IT-support is recommend.  

 

 

Installation Types 

 

OtoAccess
TM

 has 3 different installation types: 

1. Stand-alone installation 
Choose this installation when you plan to 
use OtoAccessÊ on a PC/Laptop with no 
sharing of data.  

2. Network Client installation 
Choose this installation type when you 
already have an OtoAccess

TM
 Server 

installation on another machine and plan to 
use/share the existing database.  

3. Server and Network Client installation 
Choose this installation when you plan to 
have several users share the same 
database over a network connection. 

4. Upgrade 
Choose this to upgrade your existing 
OtoAccessÊ Installation 

5. Copy data from old IaBaseII 
Use this menu item to copy patient data from IaBase to OtoAccessÊ ï this menu item will 
be enabled after the installation of OtoAccessÊ has been completed. 

 

Both the Stand-alone and the Server version will require Microsoft SQL Server 2005 Express. 

Press the Link Label of your choice. 

Hint!  If the setup doesnôt start automatically, please run D:\Setup.exe (in case D: is your CD drive)

3.5.1 Microsoft SQL Server Installation 

If ñStand-aloneò or ñServer and Network Client Installationò has been chosen the OtoAccess
TM

 setup

3.5.2 Installation of OtoAccess
TM

 

OtoAccess
TM

 is the client part of the database and is always installed no matter what type of 
installation you select. If only the Network Client is installed make sure that an SQL server is 
installed before proceeding.    

Accept the invitation to install OtoAccess
TM

 and type in the Serial Number placed on the back of the 
CD sleeve in the following screen.     
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Read the License Agreement carefully; if you 
agree, please select the ñI Agreeò dialog and press 
the ñNextò button. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Select destination Folder, press ñNextò to 
continue. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Confirm installation by pressing ñNextò to continue 
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If there is an existing database a dialog box will give you the choice to keep the existing database or 
delete the currently installed database.  If the decision is to delete the current database then the 
default option is to backup the database to a file. 

 

 

 

3.5.3 Connection Setup (Network Client Installation only) 

Enter Server name (Machine name) of the PC/Server running the database. 
 

To see a list of SQL servers on the network press the 
button ñGet Listò and wait until a list is generated and 
select the needed SQL Server name in the list. 

For a standard connection to another OtoAccess
TM

The different authentication modes are Integrated Security or SQL Server authentication. 
It is possible to change the logon credentials for the database but normally the default settings 
should be used.
